This survey course on the Prophet Muhammad, Caliphate, Umayyad and Abbasid period examines their central and provincial administrations, expansion and conquests, religious policy, fiscal policy, foreign relations, the development of art and culture, and the causes of their downfall.

· Formulate reflective, informed, and sympathetic evaluations of Islamic beliefs and practices. 
· Use primary sources to answer questions about historical change in Islam
· Describe differences among interpretations of the Islamic past.  
· Analyze institutional and cultural changes in Islam and in Muslim communities over time. 
· Describe what the disciplines of history and religious studies each contribute to understanding the development of Islam. 
· Explain the benefits of being able to combine the contributions of two different disciplines in examining a topic.
