Course Description:
This course explores the post Second World War history of the Middle East with a special emphasis on the rise of Arab nationalism, Muslim solidarity, Israeli-Palestinian issue, the creation of modern states, and developments in state, society, religion and economy. This course is designed to give students an overview of approaches to the study of Middle Eastern History, a background in the most salient issues in the study of Modern Muslim World of this region, and a general knowledge of significant events from Second World War to Arab Spring. The course material emphasizes on the politics of Arab Middle Eastern countries (Saudi Arabia, Egypt, Iraq, Syria, Palestine, Yemen, Lebanon, Jordan and Bahrain) as well as special focus will be paid to the non-Arab Middle Eastern countries (Iran, Israel, and Turkey).
