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Course Introduction:
Until the British conquests of the eighteenth and nineteenth century, much of India had been ruled by Muslim dynasties for up to nine hundred years. The Muslims of India reacted in a number of different ways to the coming of colonial rule: from rebellion to introspection, from a fundamentalist return to the roots of scripture to a rejection of the past in favour of modern education. To gauge this range of responses, this course looks at the main agents and forces by which Islam was arguably re-invented in response to modernity experienced in a colonial setting. Examples of the issues dealt with include the Muslim ’print revolution’; the competition between traditional madrasa  and modern college education; Muslims fighting for either Jihad or the colonial army and the struggle to reinvent Sufi mysticism. In this way, the course offers an alternative perspective on the history of nineteenth century and a case study of the Muslim interaction with modernity.
