Course Description
South Asia, subregion of Asia, consisting of the Indo-Gangetic Plain and peninsular India, is home to one of the world’s earliest civilizations, known as the Indus civilization, c. 2600-1900BCE. It was followed by the Vedic period ca. 1500-500 BCE. The Vedic period was the formative age of Indian culture; by ca. 500 BCE. During this period small settlements eventually grew into cities, thus restoring urban life to South Asia. Among the most prominent features of this culture are three religions, all of which emerged toward the end of the Vedic period: Hinduism, Buddhism and Jainism. This course is an introductory survey of history of South Asia, c. 2600BCE – 500CE. It explores and discusses the following chapters of history of South Asia.      
1. The story of the genesis of the Indus Valley Civilization.
2. Salient traits of the Indus Valley Civilization
3. Various theories related to the decline of this first South Asian Civilization.
