Course Description
The course is based on the study of the main institutions of the national government and what makes the Pakistan government unique. The course covers the constitutional development in Pakistan, the structure of the 3 constitutions implemented in Pakistan and the amendments made later with a view to understand the federal structure and the working of the national government. The contentious constitutional and political issues concerning the working of national government will also be debated upon.
