Course Description 

This is a course that aims to introduce students to the origins of the discipline of Sociology and provide them with a sociological perspective on a range of issues. The theoretical texts introduce students to the origins, basic premises, and key concerns of the discipline.  These cover the major sociological thinkers and schools of thought.  This course will also outline major sociological themes and issues, looking both at issues related to stratification as well as approaches to understanding social processes. The theories discussed initially in the course will continue to inform the discussion of specific themes and issues in the later parts of the course.

· Describe and understand the major methods, perspectives, and theories in sociology. 

· Analyze social phenomena by applying a sociological perspective to real world and hypothetical situations. 

· Develop awareness of the interrelationship between the individual and socio-historical forces. 

· Develop verbal and written skills to constructively challenge your own and other’s ideas leading towards a deeper understanding of ourselves and our world.
