	A Note from the Instructor:  This course offers an exclusive gaze at historical, political, economic , socio-cultural and religious  and military aspects of the region of Punjab, one of the two largest Muslim majority provinces in India. The course examins colonial Punjab’s history, its politics enshrined in policy of cooption with rural elite as social intermediaries of colonial hierarchy. The course provides a broad over view of  informal political alliances, drawing of rural religious leaders, the sajjada nashins into  colonial setup, forging a nexus, and the economic and social changes which structured around the tribal and kinship network. The focus will be on growth of agrarian economy, causing indebtedness and development of class of moneylenders.The  focus will also be on Punjab as military labour market. The course is thematically constructed. I expect an interactive study through prior readings and discussions assigned to each week.
