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I. Course Outline:
 Understanding history means analyzing and interpreting the past in its context of continuity and change for a consequential reflection. To understand our present better we need to learn from history – the forces, the choices and circumstance that has been shaping the life of humans. We find philosophers turning their attention to examine history and the nature of historical knowledge. Experience and ideas go hand in hand. The basic theme of the course will be to examine different approaches of inquiry that are essential for integrating and comprehending history. The course will introduce the philosophical issues within history to attain a deeper knowledge. To navigate the connection with time and context, interpretation and speculation is the key for critical investigation. The distinction between interpreting and investigating relates to the philosophy of history. These reflections are the means of historiography in knowing, representing and explaining history. The philosophy of history brings to light the implicit assumptions that historians rely upon. As Voltaire coined “Philosophy of history is the philosophical study of history and the past.”



II. Goals:
1. Facilitating the students for a critical understanding to search for truth.
1. Enabling the students to recognize and address history beyond description and explanation. 
1. Empowering the students to comprehend how diverse aspects define history within the context of change.
