	Course Description:

The course will attempt to present a basic structure of sociological/criminological research and will revolve around three broad research items: Foundations of sociological research, choosing and implementing research design, data collection and analysis. The course will familiarize the students with basic research design, research methodology and data analysis in the field of sociology and criminology. The content of this course has been organized to render a sequential description of the various processes involved in social science research. Beginning with the formulation of research questions and their relationship to sociological/criminological theory, over the course of the semester the students will develop a working knowledge of the various research methodologies used in social research and their respective strengths and weaknesses, along with the various ethical concerns annexed to them. The final portion of this course has been designed to equip students with basic level data analysis skills by using SPSS (Statistical Package for the Social Sciences).
