	Course Description
This course examines the relationship of gender to the reproduction of human society. Gender gives form and meaning to our embodied experiences and sense of identity, it shapes our ideas about our interactions with others, and it structures social organization. In responding to a question of the greater importance of biology or of culture on gender, psychologist Donald Hebb answered, “Which contributes more to the area of a rectangle, its length or its width?” In short, biology and culture are not separable parts of gender but integral to it.

Not all the topics will likely touch you personally, but by getting familiar with them you may play a valuable role over your lifetime in addressing issues that arise among family members, between friends, in your personal and professional relationships, as well as in community matters. What are we dealing with? It is something about us and the way we reproduce society.


	
Notes from Dr. Julie
SOCL 325 is requisite for all Sociology majors and minors and has two pre-requisites: SOCL 100 and SOCL 223. Non-sociology students who have the pre-requisite courses may take it as an elective 300 course.

Blended Learning:
In the Blended Learning Model, only half of the class alternately attends campus at any one time. You will learn synchronously (face to face) when you are on campus and asynchronously when you are online off campus. Excepting those off campus and without Internet, classes happen for everyone at the same time in real time. Over the semester all students will do the same work, irrespective of their mode of participation. For everyone: all sessions will be recorded and uploaded on Moodle

Class structure: 
I use power-points, class discussion, written assignments, hands-on activities, and essay exams to assess your performance as individuals and as team members. The TA and I will work with you to develop these skills. You, in turn, are required to prepare for class by completing course readings, watching designated videos, and submitting assignments in a timely fashion.

Each regular week there are three meetings, two of them--Monday and Wednesday--are led by the instructor and the third on Friday is led by on-campus teams. On Friday the on-campus teams will present a five-minute ppt to support their position on a course directed question. Teams that are not on campus are responsible for evaluating the class presentations based on a form sent by the instructor.

You are required to read 20-30 pages per week and must be ready to participate regularly in class.

Teams: comprise no more than four members who work together on designated activities. Points earned by a team apply to those present and contributing to the class. The team is also your study group and those you rely on if you miss class. Best practice: have team study sessions, take good notes, submit work on-time, and keep up with the readings and class viewing times. Note: late submissions can lose points.
