2. Course Description & Contents

on faith development, self-purification and character building to raise faithful, ethical and responsible citizens. The contents
include but not limited to the following:

Role and importance of religion in human life

Islam as a religion (Din); its meaning, message and characteristics

Islamic faith, its articles and impact

Islamic spiritual practices (pillars) and their impact on personal, professional and social life.

Islamic social and moral teachings in the light of Qu’ran and Hadith
