	A Note from the Instructor:

This course examines women’s political participation in Pakistan, keeping in view the country’s socio-cultural dynamics, economic undercurrents, and input of political leadership, during democratic and dictatorial phases. We aim to trace the approaches of women’s activism in Pakistan, its outcomes, and controversies attached to women’s political roles. While understanding the women’s involvement in politics, we will explore their placement within several subfields of Pakistani politics (i.e. public opinion, voting behavior, electoral politics, legislative measures, public policy, and social movements). We will also evaluate the debate between orthodox and modern interpreters of religion over the political participation of women in an Islamic state. The most interesting component of this course will be to measure the impact of modernizing agents, like education, civil society, legislation, and media on women’s placement in 2021. This course will not only focus on women’s participation in politics but will also debate over the role of males as an equal gender in ensuring a women-friendly environment. Throughout this course, the focus would be to stimulate the preparation of high-quality student research papers.
