LING 207: History of English Language (3 credits)

This course surveys the development of English language from its Germanic origins in the Anglo-Saxon period till today; emphasis on tracking some of the linguistic changes English has undergone from its origin; exploring major periods in the history of English language from old English to Middle English and from Early Modern to Modern English. History of English language as a cultural subject will be debated, focusing on multitude of influences at work on language; contributing to the growth and decay. Moreover, assets and liabilities of English as a world language will also be discussed, with brief deliberation on “World Englishes’. Implications of reviewed content for future English
